Attacks. Be cautious if you receive email that rappearto come from Walnut Rid@e but, contains in-
formation other than Walnut Ridge community business. We recently received-soaihtleat was con-
structed to look like an authentic plea for financial help from a destitute resident. If you receive such an
email, DO NOT click on the link, open any attachment or respond to the email in any way. Instead, report
the email to the webmaster. We are working with our Internet Host in an attempt to prevent future incidents

If you discoverthat you have been a victim of a scam or identity thgfhiu shouldmmediately and directly
contact the company involvé@dand report it to the Police (when appropriaREPORT ALL FRAUD!!
